As the belt tightening goes, we continue to 
appreciate all of the efforts on the part of our 
volunteers and staff. 

While the provision of recreation programs 
has been one of the mainstays for ACRA, se-
vere budget cuts are starting to take a toll on 

our agency.  
Without a sufficient boost in funding, we 

are looking at the loss of the very success-
ful junior high after school programs.  

This program has given youth an oppor-
tunity to spend their ôafter schoolõ hours 
getting homework help, participating in 
organized activities, spending time at the 
Joyce Environmental Center, and building 
self-esteem. I am deeply saddened by the 
potential loss of this program. The intrinsic 
value of such programs cannot be meas-
ured in dollars and cents, rather itõs meas-
ured in the good will, attitude and self 
worth of our youth. 

We at ACRA have big plans: parks to 
build, playgrounds to refurbish, restrooms 
and other buildings to construct, programs 
to runñall we need is money! While itõs in 
short supply, we are continuing to make 
do. Hereõs to the hope that a turn around 
will happen soon!
